Ambition o : Increase Community Facilities for All

| 2007 / 2008, over £7,000 has been issued in grants to support the following
schemes:

® Grant to The York & District Sport Federation - To manage the ‘funds for the
gifted’ scheme, which helps talented young sports persons in the ward.

® Grant to Carr Vikings Football Club which is run by local volunteers for
local young people.

® Grant to Age Concern to help fund an Outreach Worker to visit the elderly
and vulnerable throughout the ward.

What you have done...

® In the Acomb ward we have lots of volunteers who help deliver community
projects which benefit local residents. Thank you to all of you.

® You continue to suggest community schemes for ward committee funding.

Ambition 9 : Reduce traffic congestion & increase

road safety

The Ward Councillors support the ‘safe routes to schools’ campaign and will
work with local residents and the Road Safety Team to increase pedestrian
and road safety. .

What we have done so far...

@® As aresult of resident’s suggestions we commissioned
the pedestrian refuge in Beckfield Lane.

® We are exploring the possibilities of how further we can
curb the speeding on Beckfield Lane & Boroughbridge Road
area

What you can do to help...

@® Give us more road safety and pedestrian improvement
ideas. You will see from the ballot paper overleaf that we
have only received two suggestions so far, so get your think-
ing caps on, we might be able to help make a difference!

We want to make our ward a safer place to live in, and we continue to work
in partnership with other agencies to achieve this. We are also committed to
making Acomb a cleaner ward and to promote and improve recycling.

What we have done so far... o
® We will continue to meet regularly with our Neighbour- i
hood Policing Team, and divert resources in problematic
areas of the ward. The ward committee is also contributing
to the cycle tagging for Acomb residents.

® We have continued to fund Group Response Community
Patrol, which provide a visible deterent throughout the ward.

What you have done...

® You have continued to report suspicious and criminal be-
haviour in the ward to the Clirs, Police and Group Response.
® There have been two new Neighbourhood Watch
programmes that have started in the Acomb Ward in the
past year.

They should also print and
sign their names in the
space provided.

® You can vote for and
against as many schemes
as you wish, but please
only vote for those
schemes that you feel
particularly strongly
about.

Guidelines for
voting

Important: In order to
vote, you must have a
postal address within the
ward. Your votes will only
count if you complete
and sign the name and
address section at the end
of the ballot sheet. This
helps us to verify that you
are ‘local’.

Committee is allocated a
certain amount of money
to spend on capital and
revenue schemes:

Capital Schemes: this

list covers physical things
owned by the council,
such as benches, bins, play
equipment etc.

Revenue Schemes: this list
covers services and grants,
such as feasibility studies
or Community Rangers
