® We are committed to supporting and caring for older people within the ward. We have given grants to Older
Citizens Advocacy (OCAY) York (tel: 01904 676200) to provide an outreach service to help older people who need
support to speak up for themselves, and to Bootham and Clifton ‘Out and About Club’ to pay for social and leisure
activities for residents.

@ Part of our budget also goes to a Youth fund to spend on activities and events in the ward in consultation with
young people. A grant is given to the York and District Sports Federation to help young sports people with their
training, travel and equipment costs.
