•  Your ward councillors are committed to making this a cleaner 
and greener ward and to promote recycling.  In the past year at ward 
committee meetings we have given away jute shopping bags and 
over 200 kerbside recycling bags. 

•  The ward committee has also planted more trees within the ward, 
and have further sites identified for the forthcoming year for trees and 
bulbs.

•  The ward committee will be increasing the amount of litter bins in 
the ward this year, and will provide residents with the opportunity to 
talk to the recycling team at ward committee meetings.

•  We will continue to ensure that you have the opportunity to 
speak to your Safer Neighbourhoods Team at the Ward 
Committee meetings. 

•  The ward committee continues to fund Group Response 
through 2008, and continues to meet with your Safer 
Neighbourhoods Team and work on joint projects in the ward.  
We have had a significant reduction in crime in the ward in the 
past year, and we aim for this to continue.  

•  The ward committee has given away free shed alarms and 
property marking kits at the ward committee meetings.

The ward councillors support schemes from the ward committee budget which provide facilities and services for 
young people in the Dringhouses & Woodthorpe Ward.  In the 2008/2009 ward budget, over £10,000 will be used to 
support local activities and facilities for young people, such as;

•  Grant to Street Sports to provide ten free sport activity sessions to young people. 

•  Grant to Active York Partnership to contribute to the ‘Funds for the Gifted’ scheme, which helps talented young 
sports people in the ward progress in their chosen sport. 

•  Grant to Moor Lane Junior Club to run a weekly Junior Youth Club at Moor Lane for young people aged 10-13

Your ward committee has an annual local improvement schemes budget. In order to ensure that the budget is 
spent on improvements that make a real difference in the ward, we are particularly interested to receive your ideas 
that would help us achieve our ambitions. The budget can be spent on things that will improve the look, or feel of 
your local neighbourhood: 

•  Physical improvements e.g. improved street lighting, street furniture etc 

•  Services and facilities e.g. community rangers, recycling and composting initiatives etc 

•  Facilities e.g. improved playground equipment, benches etc 

It can also be used to fund schemes that promote health and wellbeing such as sporting activities, youth services, or 
outreach work for specific groups of people. 

Schemes may be organised directly through the ward committee, or community groups can apply for grant funding 
to pay for a service or a project that will benefit the community. The deadline for receiving suggestions and grant 
applications is 5.00pm, Friday 1st August 2008.  Please note that applications received after this date will not be 
considered.
