•   The ward committee hosted a recycling themed event on Scarcroft Green last summer to inform 
residents about as many recycling facilities available to them as possible

•   The ward committee provided funding to the Friends of St Nicholas Fields to extend doorstep 
recycling of glass, tin and paper to the Clementhorpe area of the ward.

•   The ward committee organised three trial doorstep garden waste collections in the spring, and as a 
result, have organised five further collections to take place during the rest of this financial year.

•   The ward committee has continued to fund the Micklegate 
Planning Panel to provide an opportunity for residents 
views to be submitted for planning applications in the ward.

•   The ward committee will be working with the Ward         
Planning Team and residents to enhance the Bishopthorpe 
car park facilities including the overall appearance of this 
and the benched area opposite Sainsbury’s (see photo-
graph).

•   The ward committee organised a young people’s ward committee event at Millthorpe School last April to ensure 
that their views are included in the neighbourhood action planning process.

•  The ward committee funded a young people’s event in Rowntree Park last Easter.

•   The ward committee has continued to fund and support the St Clements Hall Preservation Trust over the past year. 
The group have now been awarded significant funding to bring St Clement’s Hall back into community use.

Ambition            :   Community safety4
•   The ward committee has funded the installation of a number of alleygates in the ward and will monitor 

their effectiveness and how residents view them over the coming year.

•   The ward committee has continued to work with the Ward Planning Team to provide solutions to 
issues that have arisen over the past year.

•   The ward committee has worked with the Safer Neighbourhood Team to facilitate the identification of 
policing priorities by residents.

Your ward committee has an annual local improvement schemes budget. In order to ensure that the budget is 
spent on improvements that make a real difference in the ward, we are particularly interested to receive your ideas 
that would help us achieve our ambitions. The budget can be spent on things that will improve the look, or feel of 
your local neighbourhood: 

•  Physical improvements e.g. improved street lighting, street furniture etc 

•  Services and facilities e.g. community rangers, recycling and composting initiatives etc 

•  Facilities e.g. improved playground equipment, benches etc 

It can also be used to fund schemes that promote health and wellbeing such as sporting activities, youth services, or 
outreach work for specific groups of people. 

Schemes may be organised directly through the ward committee, or community groups can apply for grant funding 
to pay for a service or a project that will benefit the community. The deadline for receiving suggestions and grant 
applications is 5.00pm, Friday 1st August 2008.  Please note that applications received after this date will not be 
considered.
