Progress so far
Since launching our 
Neighbourhood Action Plan 
ambition statements, the 
ward committee has been 
working towards fulfilling 
these ambitions.

•  The ward committee 
has been working with our 
Neighbourhood Policing 
Team who have visited 
schools in the area and have 
confiscated alcohol from 
under-age drinkers. 

•  Summer youth activities 
provided in the ward have 
been successful, including the 
mobile skate park.   

•  There are now facilities to 
recycle cartons at Toad Hall.   

•  We are funding secure 
fencing for Durlston Drive 
Sports Centre in order to 
discourage vandalism and 
encourage residents to use 
the facilities. 

•  The ward committee will maintain regular dialogue with our 
Neighbourhood Policing Team and other agencies to help tackle crime and 
anti-social behaviour including under-age drinking. We will also look at ways 
to make our roads safer and less congested. 

•  We will respond quickly to reports of environmental crime and we will 
monitor levels of street cleaning in partnership with Environmental Services. 
We will also monitor the impact and effectiveness of recycling initiatives 
across the area. 

•  We will continue to provide activities for young people across the ward 
and funding for community organisations.  We will continue to provide 
opportunities for you to have your say through ward committee meetings and 
parish council liaison meetings.

•   If you have no view, or 
you’re not familiar with the 
area in question, please tick 
no opinion.  

•   Everyone in your 
household can vote on 
this ballot paper, but each 
person should mark the 
sheet with separate ticks, 
preferably using a 
different coloured pen. 
They should also print and 
sign their names in the 
space provided.

•   You can vote for and 
against as many schemes 
as you wish, but please 
only vote for those 
schemes that you feel 
particularly strongly 
about.

Guidelines for 
voting
Important: In order to 
vote, you must have a 
postal address within the 
ward.  Your votes will only 
count if you complete 
and sign the name and 
address section at the end 
of the ballot sheet. This 
helps us to verify that you 
are ‘local’. 

Please note the Ward 
Committee is allocated a 
certain amount of money 
to spend on capital and 
revenue schemes:

Capital Schemes: this 
list covers physical things 
owned by the council, 
such as benches, bins, play 
equipment etc.

Revenue Schemes: this list 
covers services and grants, 
such as feasibility studies 
or Community Rangers
