Donations and Gifts

Making a donation for a park bench is a way to
mark a memorable event such as a birthday,
anniversary, wedding or to commemorate a
special person.

Benches can be located in a range of sites
including — Rowntree Park, Glen Gardens,
Clarence Gardens, Hull Road Park and West
Bank Park and Rawcliffe Lake.

The cost of the bench will depend on the site
chosen as it will need to complement its location.

All of our benches are of a robust and easy to
maintain style. The current minimum donation is
£400 for a bench which includes a brass plaque
engraved with brief details of the donation.

As an alternative you may wish to consider
having a brass plaque installed on an existing
bench at a cost of £75. This covers the cost of
the plaque, its engraving and installation, and a
small donation towards buying further seats for
the park or open space.

You will receive a letter and certificate
confirming the site of your bench and to
acknowledge your special contribution.

Daffodil Donations and Gifts

York’s city walls are the most intact medieval
walls in England and attract one million visitors a
year. Springtime is celebrated in York by a
magnificent display of daffodils on the Bar Walls
and parks.

We are able to offer the opportunity to make a
donation towards the daffodil planting. This can
also be a way to mark a memorable event such
as a birthday, anniversary, wedding or to
commemorate a special person.

The minimum donation of £35 will pay for 250
bulbs to be planted. You can specify on which
part of the walls you would like your daffodils to
be planted, other than Nunnery Lane which is a
wildflower area.
