You will receive a letter, photograph and certifi-
cate confirming your tree has been planted and 
to acknowledge your special contribution. 
 
 
Alternatively you can make a minimal donation of 
£25 towards the purchase and care of a tree and 
will receive a letter and certificate for your contri-
bution. The species and location of the tree will 
be chosen by our Parks and Open Spaces offi-
cers.

Tree Donations  
 
 
Do you wish you could plant a tree to offset your 
Carbon Dioxide (CO2) emission but don’t have a 
garden? Is your garden too small to plant a tree 
in? We have the answer.  
 
Help to offset CO2 production and protect York’s 
precious tree heritage by making a donation to-
wards planting a tree. The quality of the air we 
breathe is regulated by trees because they ab-
sorb the Carbon Dioxide that we breathe out and 
in return produce fresh oxygen for us to breathe 
in.  
 
CO2  is also produced by vehicles, power sta-
tions and energy used in heating our homes. 
One car can produce up to 4 tons of carbon a 
year. However, two mature trees can help re-
move this amount and produce enough oxygen 
for twenty people in a year. 
 
In addition to CO2,  trees will absorb harmful pol-
lutants, dust from the air, provide shade and 
make our city a more attractive place to live. 
Trees planted along our roads can ‘catch’ and 
therefore reduce the pollution from the road be-
fore it reaches further afield into nearby buildings 
and homes. 
 

  
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
A mature tree is a haven for biodiversity and can 
change enough Carbon Dioxide into oxygen to 
fill two homes in a year. Evergreen trees can do 
this all year round as they don’t have a dormant 
leafless season. 
 
Trees can also be a way to mark a memorable 
event such as a birthday, anniversary, wedding 
or to commemorate a special person.  
 
We will try to match your preferred location and 
tree species but this will depend on what is  
feasible. The Parks and Open Spaces Officer will 
contact you to discuss this and make  
recommendations.  
 
The tree planting season is between December 
and March, so donations received between April 
and November will allow us to plant in the next 
planting season. Donations received between 
December and March will be held over to the  
following year’s buying and planting season.
